To participate at the entrance exam for Robert Schumann School of Music each applicant is required 
to pay an entrance examination fee of €50.00. 
 
When applying for more than one major, an entrance exam fee of €50.00 is charged for the first 
application and €10.00 for each additional application. 
 
The entrance exam fee is waived for students who are already enrolled at the Robert 
Schumann School of Music. 
 
The fee becomes payable again if the entrance exam application process is repeated in the following 
academic year. 
 
The fee has to be transferred to the bank account specified below and a copy of the 
bank account statement or bank deposit receipt must be included as proof of payment when 
submitting your application documents. If no proof of payment is included, the applicant cannot take 
part in the entrance exam.
